13. AOB. – There is a £25K community partnership funding pot that covers 13 parishes for projects.  Parishnurse.org – a community nursing team that can be called upon to speak to parish residents.  We could ask the Coffee Caravan to come along to Chediston or Linstead to encourage residents to get together and share information.  East Suffolk Homes have a scheme to marry up older home owners with vacant properties or properties that are not currently on the sales market, with young renters who are looking to find a home to make sure that properties in Suffolk are occupied.  We have a duplicate noticeboard that was issued in the wrong color, the manufacturer has not collected it - we will find a new owner.  The Ringo contract was renewed at the last cabinet for two years, a cash taking machine will be in all East Suffolk car-parks but this may not continue in the future, currently 54% of users use the App.
