MINUTES
1. Janet Heath proposed John Ibbott to be Chairman for the following year. Jo Wareham seconded.  John accepted and was voted in.  He signed a declaration of acceptance.
2. Jo Wareham proposed Janet Heath as Vice – chairman, Theresa Gilby seconded. Janet accepted and was voted in.  She signed a declaration of acceptance.
3. There were apologies for absence from Cllr Stephen Burroughes and Cllr Julia Ewart.
4. The Chairman welcome Councillors and members of the public.  Those present were John Ibbott, Janet Heath, Jo Wareham, Mark Titchiner and Theresa Gilby.
5.  There were no Declarations of interest to record.
6.  Signing of agreed Minutes of previous Annual General Meeting, (20 May 2024) 
7. Minutes of the PC meeting held on 17 March 2025 were circulated and agreed to be a true and accurate account of the meeting, the Chairman signed them.
8. There were no matters arising from minutes. 
9. Public Forum – There were two residents of Linstead at the meeting, they were both concerned that the 30 mph area has not been extended to the end of the village.  They believe it is only time before there is a serious accident.  Road users speed along this stretch of road and residents struggle to get out of their driveways safely.  They believe there should also be a weight restriction to stop heavier vehicles using the road.
10. Co-opted Councillor – Mandy Candler was unable to attend the meeting this item will be on our Agenda for our next meeting.
11. Planning: Extension of Solar Park in Chediston.  A discussion took place about holding a public meeting so residents can raise any concerns.  It was thought that leaflets would need to be given to every home.  The application will need to have critical infrastructure in place – this is where we may be able to press for a permanent 30mph area along the B1123 between both villages as a planning gain.   We need to know that legacy procedures are in place for the dismantling of the site.  It was decided to wait until a formal application is submitted to East Suffolk Council.  The Clerk will keep Cllrs informed.
12. Updates – Local Neighbourhood Plan – this was decided to bring back to our next meeting.  Sizewell C infrastructure is underway with both park and ride sites at Wickham Market and Darsham having the archaeologists on site.  The new roundabout site at Friday Street has seen much site clearing and the three new rail connections sites are being clearing too.
13. 2025/2026 Risk Assessment and review of fixed Assets.  This has been updated and approved by Council.
14. Annual Accounts to be approved by the council in readiness for Internal and external Auditor. These have been circulated and signed by the Chairman and Clerk.  AGAR Forms have been approved and the Certificate of Exemption has been signed.
