2. Election of vice – chairman. – Theresa Gilbey proposed Janet Heath as Vice Chairman and Mark Titchener seconded.  Janet accepted the role and signed a Declaration of Acceptance 

3. There were no Apologies for absence to record.
4. The Chairman welcomed Councillors and visitors.
5.  There were no Declarations of interest to register.
6.  The Chairman Signed the agreed Minutes of our previous Annual General Meeting held on 19 May 2025. 
7. The Minutes of the PC meeting held on 23 March 2026 were circulated and agreed to be a true and accurate account of the meeting.  The Chairman signed them.
8. Matters arising from minutes – Cllr Julia Ewart had clarified the ownership and responsibility of fire hydrants.
9. Public Forum – There was a two car accident in Linstead today, there have been three accidents outside the 30mph restricted zones in the last three weeks along the B1123.  Suffolk CC, Transport are still using a speed limit policy drafted in 2014, there is no link between allowing communities to extend 30mph zones and the number of serious accidents.  Local councils can apply to make roads safer without waiting for a serious accident to happen first.  We will address this again.
David Sanderson offered himself and was proposed as a Co-opted Councillor and seconded.
10. Planning: Bridge Farm, Chediston – approval has been granted for its conversion to form disabled holiday accommodation.
11. Updates – A new IT Policy has been drafted and adopted, it has been placed on the web-site.
12. 2026/2027 Risk Assessment and review of fixed Assets – this has been adopted by the Parish Council.
13. Annual Accounts were approved by the council in readiness for Internal and external Auditor. The Annual Governance and Accountability Return 2025/26 were signed by the Chairman and the Clerk.  A Certificate of Exemption was signed.
